Introduction

Dr. Bradley opened the meeting by having the group participants introduce themselves and then turned the meeting over to Tracy Soto. Tracy Soto presented an overview (http://era.nih.gov/Docs/IAR_FG%20Meeting_03-4-02.ppt) of the group’s purpose, rules of focus groups and an overview of the proposed process for Internet Assisted Review. The overview included how Internet Assisted Review fits into the enterprise Peer Review Process, the high-level workflow of Internet Assisted Review and detailed descriptions of the first two processes, SRA Prepares Meeting/Reviewers for IAR and Reviewer Registration. Topics

The group discussed the concept of streamlining. The goal of streamlining is to basically reduce the number of applications discussed at the meeting. The streamlining concept is that prior to meeting, Reviewers and Readers can place a preliminary vote. In various ways these votes are identified as upper and lower half. Then there are many ways of deciding, depending on the Review Group as to who can object and whether the application will be discussed at the meeting. If it is decided the application is a lower half application, it is given a UN as the recommendation. Some of the groups members felt streamlining could be added to the IAR system to further enhance its features and other members felt only a report was needed. Further discussion on streamlining will follow. It was decided that streamlining will not be a feature with the first phase release. A requirement for preliminary votes was addressed. These votes must be purged automatically when the meeting is released.

Another requirement specified by the group is that when a change is made to the roster or an assignment it should change the IAR either automatically or by user prompting.

The group agreed that there must be an easy process for the Reviewer to obtain a lost or forgotten password.

The group made the decision to standardize on WordPerfect (wpd) or MS Word (doc) documents for use with the IAR system. The method of cutting and pasting into a text box will not be provided.
