Process Workflow

To that end, the analysts prepared an Excel spreadsheet showing the data elements, features and resources (links/information). Once this is done, the JAD will look at portal design.

The JAD discussed each data element, and agreed upon the features and resources, which Michael Martin entered into the Excel file during the meeting.

The JAD thanks Michael Martin for his succinct language, correct spelling and quiet patience while recording, in real-time, the comments for each data element, the results of which are in the attached Excel spreadsheet.

Before the next meeting, JAD members are asked to map the status codes and items from the Decomposition List to each data element (separate tabs in Excel) on the attached Excel spreadsheet, using the Application Status Code handout (attached), and the Program Administration Functional Decomposition List (attached).

In addition to agreeing on data-element input at the next meeting, the JAD will also discuss how to address the number of grants that don’t have to go to Council for approval.
