	This is a business rule that was brought over from IMPAC I. Example: 2 R01 DA123456-06A1 is going to become NIMH primary, it will be assigned 9 R01 MH345789-06 (no A1, since there is no prior MH 06 record). This also affects change of institution for a Type 1 application. This issue is still in the process of resolution.

Action: (Brent/Chip) Bring up issue of changing the business rule regarding Type 9 revisions to the EPMC and GMAC respectively.

	
	Request that A1/A2 be carried over for change of IC for Type 1 (and Type 2s?).
	If an application is assigned to a new IC, it gets a new number but its A1 and A2 designations are not transferring. This happens on both the 901 screen and the referral data screen.

The following is part of the July release for RR: Carry forward the suffix and subproject when amended application is changed to another IC on a 901.
Action: (Lisa) Need level of effort for making this A1/A2 carryover change for referrals. Report back to Sara.

	Request public comment field in addition to private comment field that already exists for DRR.
	Can’t guarantee an October release for this due to budget constraints.

	Council Deferral
	Correct applications not appearing in Table 10.
	This fix was done in May but no deferrals have appeared to test for verification.

	Deletion
	Not able to delete SRG…
	Resolved.

	Disaggregation
	Unable to process disaggregation for HL64190.
	Resolved in March.

	Dual Assignments
	IMPAC I business rule has not been replicated in IMPAC II. ICs are to be able to add and delete dual assignments, only precouncil. 
	Can do this in ICO. This is an ICO issue. EPMC probably needs to discuss the policy itself.

Action: (Chip) Check the business rules for ICO regarding the ability of ICs to add and delete dual assignments, only precouncil. If this is an issue, take it to Sherry Zucker.

	Duplicate Applications
	Same number assigned to two different accession numbers. Problem due to slowness of system completing tasks.
	Since May, a script has been run that monitors this problem. Monitoring is done every few weeks. There are four or five duplicate numbers in the system, but no new duplicates since May 2. Chip will notify Suzanne should any occur.

	Letters
	Incorrect letter information in tracking system.
	No letters of this type have been seen so that DRR can verify the fix.

	Mailers
	Change of Assignment mailer needs to have X to identify change.
	Fixed.

	
	Numerous problems with assignment mailers, change of assignment mailers.
	Dr. Stanfield contacted EPMC reps about this issue. Most problems have been corrected. However, the work addresses need to be maintained.

Action: (Lisa/Chip) Look at a Web query for missing SRA data in assignment mailers.

SRAs have to take responsibility for keeping their data up to date. This is an ongoing problem.

Lisa suggested that those mailers without an SRA address be pulled to the top for identification. This would bring up those with no address information, but would not identify wrong information or terminated SRAs. This would need to be evaluated by the Project Team for budget and priority.

Action: (Lisa) Provide estimate for making letters with no SRA address come to the top when mailers are run.

PI Institution Change for Unit 1

Kimberly Cragg presented the issue of PI Institution changes. Unit 1 enters the information from the face page, but often the accompanying letters indicate that the PI has changed institutions or is at a different institution than the existing database data. As Unit 1 people enter the information, they should be reminded to check all documentation to be sure the information they are entering is correct. As it is, there is just one reminder prompt, and if the Unit 1 person makes a mistake, there is no retrieval or second chance. When the mistake is discovered, Kimberly has to call Emily Mitchell to make the correction in the IPF module, and this is a problem. Unit 2 staff also sees errors but can’t correct them either.

The group agreed that the best solution is to change the wording in the current prompt to be more specific about checking all documentation before saving the entry.

Action: (Lisa) Look into changing the wording in the prompt Unit 1 people get before they finish enter data for an applicant.

July Release Items

· Problem when an existing organization has a null line_1 address. Users are not being prompted for whether this is a different organization. Therefore, the IPF code is being assigned incorrectly.

· Need to allow user to process PI Change of Institution for Type 2s.

· Need to require group code for SEPs on 901 screen.

· Need to require group code/ext code for SEPs on RFA/PA Notice screen.

· Set dual meeting date when dual is assigned.

· For 901 deferral with SRC-99 assignment, delete the associated meeting_appls record and wipe out percentile.

· Changes to coordinate with IPF release.

· Carry forward the suffix and subproject when amended application is changed to another IC on a 901.

· Add special topic code 14 and change description of special topic code 13.
